TOUR QUICK VIEW
Begin your journey in Ulaanbaatar, exploring the vibrant city
before heading south to the dramatic Baga Gazriin Chuluu
granite formations and the stunning Tsagaan Suvarga cliffs.
Travel through the Gobi Gurvan Saikhan National Park,
where Yol Valley offers lush canyon hikes and wildlife
spotting amid the arid desert. Continue to the majestic
Khongor Sand Dunes for camel rides and the famous “singing
sands,” then explore the fiery red Bayanzag Flaming Cliffs, a
world-famous dinosaur fossil site. Journey further north to
Ongiin Monastery and the ancient capital of Kharkhorum,
exploring historic monasteries and museums. Visit the
tranquil White Lake and relax in the natural hot springs at
Jargal, before heading to northern Mongolia’s pristine
Khuvsgul Lake, known as the “Blue Pearl.” Fly back to
Ulaanbaatar and continue your adventure to Hustai National
Park, home to the rare wild Takhi horses, then explore the
scenic alpine valleys of Terelj National Park. Optional hiking
and horseback riding offer a deeper connection with
Mongolia’s diverse landscapes. Accommodations include a
mix of 4-star hotels in the city and traditional ger camps in
the countryside, providing an authentic Mongolian
experience.

DAY 1. ULAANBAATAR 

Begin your overland journey across
Mongolia’s vast steppe.
Drive south to Baga Gazriin Chuluu, a
dramatic granite rock formation
rising unexpectedly from the open
plains. Explore its sacred sites, such
as eye-healing spring, ancient caves
and petroglyphs and hidden rock
valleys once used by monks. This is a
perfect place for photography, short
hikes, and enjoying the peace of the
countryside. Overnight in a ger camp.

DAY 2 | MIDDLE GOBI

Continue your journey to the
breathtaking Tsagaan Suvarga, a
natural limestone masterpiece
sculpted by wind and time.
Marvel at the towering cliffs, streaked
with colors of white, pink, yellow, and
orange.
Walk along the ridge for panoramic
views and explore the ancient seabed
layers exposed by erosion.
Sunset here is unforgettable as the
cliffs ignite in warm golden tones.
Overnight in a ger camp.

DAY 3 | TSAGAAN SUVRAGA (WHITE
STUPA) MIDLLE GOBI

Enter the dramatic landscapes of Gobi
Gurvan Saikhan National Park.
Reach Yol Valley, a deep gorge carved
by ancient glaciers.
Take a scenic hike through the canyon,
where you may encounter Lammergeier
vultures, Argali wild sheep and Ibex on
rocky cliffs. 
Admire the unexpected greenery and
mountain streams hidden within the
desert mountains. Overnight in a ger
camp near Yol Valley.

DAY 4 | YOL VALLEY (EAGLE
VALEY/SOUTH GOBI

Drive to the magnificent Khongor
Sand Dunes, stretching more than 180
km across the Gobi Desert. Visit a
nomadic camel herder family and
learn about traditional desert life.
Enjoy an optional camel ride along
the dunes and experience the silence
and vastness of the desert.
Climb the highest dune at sunset to
enjoy panoramic views and hear the
famous “singing sands.”
Overnight in a ger camp.

DAY 5-6 | KHONGOR SAND
DUNES/SOUTH GOBI

Continue your journey to the
breathtaking Tsagaan Suvarga, a
natural limestone masterpiece
sculpted by wind and time.
Marvel at the towering cliffs, streaked
with colors of white, pink, yellow, and
orange.
Walk along the ridge for panoramic
views and explore the ancient seabed
layers exposed by erosion.
Sunset here is unforgettable as the
cliffs ignite in warm golden tones.
Overnight in a ger camp.

DAY 7 | BAYANZAG (FLAMING
CLIFFS) / SOUTH GOBI

Travel to Ongiin Monastery, a peaceful
and historically rich site located along
the riverbank.
Explore the ruins of what was once one
of Mongolia’s largest monasteries,
destroyed during the political purges of
the 1930s.
Visit the small museum, enjoy the
serene landscape, and relax after
several days of travel.
Overnight in a ger camp.

DAY 8 | ONGI MONASTERY 

Continue to Kharkhorin, the 13th-
century capital of the Mongol Empire
founded by Ogedei Khan. Visit Erdene
Zuu Monastery, Mongolia’s oldest
surviving monastery, surrounded by
108 white stupas. Explore the
Kharkhorin Museum to learn about
the powerful empire, trade routes,
and ancient culture.
Overnight in a ger camp in
Kharkhorin.

DAY 9 | KHARKHORUM 

Drive to White Lake, a tranquil
highland lake surrounded by rolling
hills. Spend time walking along the
lakeshore or relaxing in the serene
environment. The area is ideal for
photography and enjoying peaceful
nature. Accommodation: Ger camp
near White Lake

DAY 10 | WHITE LAKE

Travel to Jargal Hot Spring, a natural
hot spring in a remote valley. Soak in
the therapeutic waters, relax, and enjoy
the surrounding scenery. Optional
walks allow you to explore the valley
and observe local flora and fauna.
Accommodation: Ger camp near Jargal
Hot Spring

DAY 11 | JARGAL HOT SPRING 

Drive north toward Khuvsgul Lake,
the largest freshwater lake in
Mongolia, often called the “Blue Pearl
of Mongolia.” Along the way, admire
scenic forests, rivers, and mountain
valleys, and visit nomadic families to
experience traditional life. Arrive at
the lakeside ger camp and relax.
Accommodation: Ger camp near
Khuvsgul Lake.

DAY 12-13 | KHUVSGUL LAKE

Take a domestic flight from Khuvsgul
to Ulaanbaatar. Upon arrival, transfer
to your hotel for rest or optional city
exploration.
Accommodation: 4-star hotel in
Ulaanbaatar

DAY 14 | BACK TO ULAANBAATAR

Drive to Hustai National Park, home of
the rare wild Takhi horses. Explore the
park by jeep and on foot, spotting Takhi
horses, red deer, and gazelles. Short
hikes provide opportunities to
experience Mongolia’s pristine steppe
and take photographs of the wildlife.
 Accommodation: Ger camp near Hustai
National Park

DAY 15 | HUSTAI NATIONAL PARK

Spend 2 days in Terelj, exploring its
valleys, forests, and rock formations.
Optional hikes or horseback rides
allow for closer contact with nature.
Relax and enjoy the peaceful alpine
scenery.
 Accommodation: Ger camp in Terelj
National Park

DAY 16-17 | TERELJ NATIONAL
PARK
